God doesn’t just want us to say we love Him—He wants us to show that love in the way we treat others. When we love our neighbors like Uncle George does—with kindness, help, and big-hearted words—we are obeying the most important commandment Jesus ever gave.

[bookmark: _jtyxper9zavz]💬 Devotional Thought (Kid-Friendly)
Imagine someone gave you a treasure map and said, “This leads to the most important thing in the world.” You’d want to follow it carefully, right? Well, Jesus gave us a “map” for living a life that makes God smile:
 Step 1: Love God with everything you’ve got.
 Step 2: Love other people just like you love yourself.
That’s what Uncle George does every day! He helps his neighbors with their groceries, he cheers people up with his words, and he always makes time to listen. Loving our neighbors doesn’t have to be fancy—it just has to be real.

Uncle George doesn’t wait for someone to ask for help—he looks for little ways to love. One day, he noticed his neighbor’s mailbox was falling over. Instead of walking by, he grabbed his tools and fixed it. Another day, he saw a kid sitting alone, so he sat down with him and told a funny story to make him laugh. That’s what loving your neighbor looks like.
